Great Lakes Border Terrier Club Meeting

1. Opening:  Susan Olsen convened the meeting at 11:10 am.

8. Annual Meeting: The annual meeting is being planned in conjunction with a Fun Day to be held in the Milwaukee area on November 8 or 9.  Details to follow.
9.  GLBTC website:   Jennifer Tollefson moved; seconded by Ron Thomas, to upgrade the appearance of the club’s website to make it more user friendly and provide more extensive breed information.  Discussion followed and a Website Committee was appointed by President Susan Olsen.  The committee consists of Margaret Henning, chairperson, Lisa Venske, and Carol Samp.  Ron Thomas suggested that a new web host be investigated and stipulated that the annual cost of the website be limited to $300.  It was agreed that a link to the Border Terrier Club of America be activated and contacts updated with Pam Dyer of the BTCA. President Susan Olsen asked the committee to develop a website and bring a computer to the Annual Meeting so it may be viewed by all members and voted upon. Suzanne Ankenbrandt called for the vote; MOTION CARRIED
10.  Levels of Membership:   There was discussion of creating various levels of membership to accommodate the large geographical area encompassed by the GLBTC. Levels might consist of Active (voting) members and Associate (non-voting) members with reduced membership fees.  President Susan Olsen stated that to be recognized by AKC, a specific geographical area is required.  Ron Thomas offered that if GLBTC becomes a licensed club, insurance would be required.

12. Thanks to President Susan Olsen:  Ron Thomas offered his appreciation to President Susan Olsen for moving into the role of GLBTC president and extended thanks for her moving the club in a new direction.  All members present agreed.

13.  Next Meeting:  The next meeting of the GLBTC will be held the second weekend in November in the Milwaukee area and will include the annual election. The meeting will be held in conjunction with a Fun Day. Membership will be notified via e-mail or U.S. mail of specific details as information becomes available.
13.  Closing:    Carol Samp made a motion to adjourn; Margaret Henning seconded.  The meeting was adjourned by President Susan Olsen at 12:50.
