MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING:  A motion by Suzanne Ankenbrandt and seconded by Cyndi Olson to accept the minutes of the last meeting held November 8, 2008 as posted on the GLBTC website. Correction to the spelling of Judy Cowen was noted, the motion carried.

REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT:  Kathy Henning

· Online Survey Results – Forty-two members responded. Review of the responses yielded that members would like to see four club meetings a year and two activity/fun days. Eighty-four percent of the responses favored a members only section be added to the website. The activities most interested in are earthdog practices and fun days.

· International Kennel Club Dog Shows – Board of Directors voted to have a Sweepstakes and Supported Entry on Saturday, February 27, 2010 and Supported Entry on Sunday, February 28, 2010. This will be the first ever Border Terrier Sweepstakes offered at this cluster. The show will be held in the Lakeside Building of McCormick Place with discounted indoor parking, free two-day catalog, Amateur-Owner-Handler classes offered, and a portion of the entry fee to be donated to the Canine Health Foundation. Sweepstakes judge and prizes to be decided at a later date.

· 2012 National Border Terrier Specialty – The BTCA is in favor of the GLBTC hosting this Specialty. The location will be at the Olympia in Oconomowoc, Wisconsin in June 2012.

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY:  Lisa Venske

· 2012 Specialty – All GLBTC members were emailed regarding their interest in our club serving as hosts for the National Specialty in 2012. A recap of the voting results include: 64 members responded, 62 voted yes, 0 voted no, 1 abstained, and 1 with no decision. There were 32 members who volunteered to help. There was no response from 15 addresses or 21 members. 73% of the total membership voted yes. Laurale Stern volunteered to serve as Specialty Chairperson.

REPORT OF THE TREASURER:  Justine Erickson

· A detailed report was supplied by Justine and distributed to those in attendance. The beginning balance on January 1, 2009 was $5123.73 and the ending balance on June 11, 2009 was $4844.26, resulting in a year to date loss of $279.47. Justine noted that membership renewals are due in October; therefore the balance to date is consistent with prior years.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:


GLBTC Store: Suzanne Ankenbrandt. The Store has realized a profit of approximately $80.00 over and above the start-up costs of $30 to one company and $50 to the other. Currently, the mark-up is about 25% plus shipping of $5. The prices on the website store will include shipping. The newest item offered is a polo shirt currently selling for $26. A suggestion and discussion to increase the price of the polo to $18 and price items at a 30% mark up. Also a new “earthdog” hat in camouflage is being offered. Suggestions for future items include: wind breaker, wind shirt, rain coat, umbrella, tote bag or duffle, chair, grooming apron, and a suggestion look into “dog” items. 


Website:  Margaret Henning.  The annual cost to the club for the website is $235.71. There is an average of nine visits per day to the website, with the main page being the most popular and the brags page second most visited. The have been visitors from all over the world. A call out to members to send in more pictures! Also, send in your brags and be sure to include call and registered name of your Border Terrier. A suggestion from the floor is to add a Memorial page for stories of those special BTs whom have passed on.


Membership: Jennifer Tollefson. For the membership year 2009, there were 60 purchased memberships, both individuals and families. A motion was made by Laurale Stern, seconded by Susan Olsen to establish a GLBTC Standing Committee named Membership. Motion passed unanimously. Jennifer Tollefson volunteered to Chair this committee. She will coordinate membership applications, approvals, renewals and maintain the current membership list.


2012 National Specialty: Laurale Stern. Laurale will serve as Specialty Chairperson and has secured the Olympia Resort and Conference Center at 1350 Royal Mile Road in Oconomowoc, Wisconsin 53066 as the show facility. The dates are June 8, 2012 through June 15, 2012. A copy of the proposed contract is available for review. Special thanks go to Ron and Jill Thomas for their assistance and advice in procuring this contract. They will stay on as hotel/facility liaisons. Also thanks to Jennifer Tollefson and Kathy Henning for attending an on-site meeting with the hotel coordinator. All events will take place on-site with the exception of earthdog, which will be held at a facility approximately six miles away. Guest rooms are very close to all events. The conformation rings will be held indoors and the agility rings will be outside, but onsite. A local show superintendent has been contacted who will prepare the catalog and process all paper work including earthdog and agility. At this time we are still in need of someone to act as Agility Chairperson. A Yahoo Group has been established for communication amongst all Chairs and volunteers. Debra Blake, BTCA President was impressed and had nothing but positive comments on the proposal submitted to the BTCA and the level of participation from GLBTC members.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
· Freedom Fields: Jill Thomas. After an onsite visit and discussion with owners regarding using the facility for GLBTC events, the owners have recently closed this business. 

NEW BUSINESS:

· Online Membership Directory. This can be located in a secure area of the website available only to members using a password. Members will have the option of participating or not. Consent will be needed from members. Research and more info to follow.
· Dues Renewals. Membership dues renewals are due in October of each year. Members expressed an interest in the option of paying this through PayPal on our website. Research and more info to follow.
· Earthdog Tunnels: Joe Schrimpf. Joe has experience in building regulations tunnels and has been researching lumber and hardware costs currently in the area. Tunnels required for a trial include one Master, one Senior, one Junior and one Intro. He suggested starting out building a Master that could be converted into a Senior and Junior and a separate Intro tunnel. He estimates a need of a storage area measuring 4 foot x 4 foot x 10 foot. Money to offset costs could be generated at fun days by charging participants for each practice run. The Thomas’ offered use of their farm for building, storage and set up of the tunnels. It was also suggested to not dig the tunnels in permanently because of the Midwest weather and frost. Call for Committee to research specific costs of materials and building of tunnels. Volunteers include Susan Olsen, Jill Thomas, Holly Whetstone and Joe Schrimpf.

· Golden Dowel Award. There was a lively discussion of how destructive to the dowels our lovely BTs can be and that should be recognized for their achievements. Members should report to Holly Whetstone the number of dowels broken by each of your BTs during Earthdog Trials. We will keep a running total for the year on the website.

· Earthdog Trial – there is an available date for the GLBTC to host an AKC Earthdog Trial on the Monday of Memorial Day in Roscoe, Illinois. The Badger Dachshund Club hosts trials on Saturday and Sunday of this weekend each year. We will re-visit this in the future after the Tunnel Committee has had some time.

· All Breed American Working Terrier Earthdog Den Trial is being held in Harvard, Illinois on June 20, 2009. The Midwest Jack Russell Terrier Club is hosting this event and they have offered an invite for our BTs to attend. Flyers are available.

· The Midwest Jack Russell Terrier Club is having their Summer Celebration I & II Trials on August 15th and 16th at Shabbona Park in Harding, Illinois. They are offering Colored Terrier Conformation Classes as well as Go-to-Ground, Brush Hunt, Barn Hunt, and Lure Coursing events. Again, they have invited our BTs to participate. Flyers are available
